Thefirst ever geames were taking shape deep within the educational institutions
ofthe US. 3 Years later. MIT student stere Russell programmed "Space war"
& so invented the first software -based PCgame.

Intheyear 1971, Nolan Bushnell invented the first coin-operated arcade video
game. It changed popular culture forever. A year later, the machine
reached it's peak, i.e. 70,000 coin-operated machines were sold all over the
world.

The roots of multiplayer Gaming

The first example of players competing on separate sereems came in 1973
which could support upto 8 players. The developmentlead the systems.
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Support 32 - players simultaneously

In 1977, Atari released the 'Atari 2600', a home console that featured
Yoysticks and interchangeable game cartridges that played multi-colored
games, effectively kicking off the generation of the video game consoles.

The rise of 3D gaming and Console War

With a leap in computer tech; the 5th gen of video games ushered inthe 3D
era of gaming. Companies like Sega, Song, Nintendo Stepped into the
market.

Sony dominated the video game market and would continue to do so into the
nexto gen. In2000, Sony released PS2 which became the best - selling gaming
console of alltime. The PS2 (playstation2) went against the Sega Dreamcast,
the Nintendo Gamecube and Microsoft XBox.

Modern Age of Gaming

In 2005 & 2006, Microsft's XBox 360, Sony's PS3 and Nintendo's wii
kicked off the modern age of HD gaming. The 3 game consoles poseol stiff
competition to each other and were successful invarious aspects. Towards the
end of the decade & beginning of the next, videogames spread to social media
platforms like Facebook and mobile deuces like the iphone, reaching a more
casual gamingaudience.

The 8th and current gent of Video games began with the release of
Nintendo's wil V, PS4 and XBox One. In 2016, Sony released a more
powerful version of its console, called the PS4 Pro capable of 4K video
output. Microsoft released its 4K -ready console, the XBox One X in late
2017.
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With their new revamped consoles, both Sony & Microsoft currently have
their sightsset on VR gaming, a tech that has the potential to change the
way players experience video games. The video game industry hascome a
long way, reachingabooming $30 Bn market.
